He 
is more like a very literate, gently 
appetitive, Italo-American  
airplane pilot, fond of deep  
simple things like his wife and 
kids, his friends and students, 
Dante's verse and good food and 
wine .ò (Although Anne Morrow Lindbergh and May 
Sarton would have disagreed.  Thereôs your

He was one of Americaôs most popular poets in the 
1950ôs and 60ôs, his book, How Does a Poem Mean, 
(published 1960) is still one of the best books on the craft 
of poetry.

ñEvery time we put crumbs out and sunflower 
seeds something comes. Most often sparrows. 
Frequently a jay. Now and then a junco or 

a cardinal. And once – immediately and never 
again, but as commonly as any miracle while 
it is happening, and then instantly incredible for- 
ever – the tiniest (was it?) yellow warbler 
as nearly as I could thumb through the bird 
book for it, or was it an escaped canary? Or 
simply the one impossible bright bird that is 
always there during a miracle, and then never? 
 
ñI, certainly, do not know all that comes to us 
at times. A bird is a bird as long as it is 
there. Then it is a miracle our crumbs and 
sunflower seeds caught and let go. Is there 
a book to look through for the identity 
of a miracle? No bird that is there is 
miracle enough. Every bird that has been is 
entirely one. And if some miracles are rarer 
than others, every incredible bird has crumbs 
and seeds in common with every other. Let there 
be bread and seeds in time: all else will follow.  

 
 
 
 

 

 
 
 
 

RB Digital:  Your Source for Acorn TV, 
British Television, Independent Films,  
Recorded Concerts, E & Audio Books, & 
Magazines 

 
 

The RB Digital service offered by the Library is a  
comprehensive source for British television shows,  
foreign films and documentaries.   
All you need to access it is a current, valid Clark County 
Public Library card.   
On the Libraryôs homepage, www.clarkbooks.org, find 
the ñOnline Libraryò tab in the top banner, open it, in the 
drop-down menu select ñRB Digital.ò 
In the red banner at the top of the page youôll see a  
registration link.  Click on that, youôll see a registration 
form.  Use your current email address for your user name 
and create a password.  Passwords must be at least 4 
characters long and must contain letter and numbers.  
Passwords are case sensitive. 
Once youôve filled out your registration form youôre 

ready to go.  Please note, if you want to access Acorn TV 
through RB Digital, you will also have to set up a  
separate account with Acorn.  Again, you just need a  
current valid CCPL card  and youôll have to fill out  
another registration form.  You will also have to set up a  
password to access  Quello Concerts, but in that case, you 
can still use your RB Digital username (your email  
address). 
As with any Digital service, youôll have to spend a little 
time reconnoitering the pages and getting familiar with 
log-ins and lending periods.  
One more thing.  Be sure to go to the bottom of the RB 
Digital homepage to download the apps youôll need to 
use on the digital devices you have (phone, PC, Mac). 
Itôs well worth the effort, though, because you'll have 
access to a wealth of intelligent (well, of course some of 
it is goofy-itôs TV!) and unusual video and audio  
streaming. 
Audio and e-books check out for 21 days.  Videos and 
concerts check out for 7 days. 
Thereôs a convenient help tab at the top of the homepage 
if you need directions to use RB Digital.  Sometimes, 
though, the directions for streaming services can be a 
little frustrating, sometimes daunting.  In those cases, 
always feel free to call the Library, connect to the  
reference desk, ext. 111 and ask for help.
