Dillard F. Ragland, a messenger in the Treasury Department, who was to have led a fair 

Texas maid to the hymeneal altar this week, is dead. He planned and brought his own 

death sometime Thursday night. As the time approached for him to go to Atlanta, where 

the marriage was to have taken place, Ragland found that his reserve fund had been 

suffering from heavy withdrawals. He possessed but $4, which was not sufficient to 

meet all the expenses incident to the trip. He had written to his father, a professional 

man, living in Texas, to come to his aid, but when the hour arrived for Ragland to take 

his departure the father, it is said, refused to comply with the request for money, and 

sought to discourage the step. This was more than the young man could bear. Young 

Ragland was a native of Goliad, Texas, from which place he came to Washington about 

six months ago to accept the position he was holding at the time of his death. He 

boarded and had a room at Mrs. Griffithôs, 814 I street northwest, and it was there that 

he killed himself by inhaling gas. Mrs. Griffithôs son and J.W. Peebles occupied a room 

with Ragland. All were in bed by 10 oôclock Thursday night. Ragland and Peebles slept 

in the same bed. When Mr. Peebles awoke at 7 oôclock Friday morning he saw Ragland 

was not in the room. His clothing lay upon a chair, just as he had placed them the night 

before. This aroused suspicion, and a search was made for Ragland.  

SITTING LIFELESS IN A CORNER 

In a small room at the end of the hall on the same floor they detected the odor of gas, 

and when the door was forced open, there was the missing man. The deadly fumes of 

the gas had sent him to eternal sleep. There being no furniture in the room, Ragland was 

obliged to sit upon the floor, and in one corner of the little room he was found. Clothed 

only in a night robe, he had courted death. That he had purposely turned on the gas with 

intent to kill himself was evidenced by the careful manner in which the cracks about the 

window had been stopped up. There was everything to suggest suicide, and no other 

theory was entertained. Although soon to realize the happiest moment of his life, 

Ragland was despondent, and to such an extent that his friends noticed something was 

wrong with him. It was known that he was to be married, as he talked freely about the 

approaching event. When his father failed to respond promptly to the request for 

money, Ragland asked some of his friends to advance him some, but evidently was not 

successful. Had he been possessed of more patience, and had he postponed his death a 

day longer, he would have been happy. A telegram from his father, Friday announced 

that money had been placed to his credit, upon which he could draw. If alive, he would 

now be speeding toward Atlanta with a heart light and free. The young lady who was to 

have become Mrs. Ragland is Miss Bessie Gurley, of Dallas, Texas. Her photograph 

was in the room Ragland occupied. The picture is that of a beautiful girl. Next 

Wednesday was the day set for the wedding. At about the time the prospective bride 

should receive word of the coming of her future husband, she is informed of his tragic 

death. The news was sent to her Friday. An Atlanta society paper was found among the 

dead manôs effects, and in its columns was an announcement of the approaching 

wedding. Not a note of any kind was left by the suicide, but he may have written a 

farewell message and placed it in the mail. As soon as the death was discovered the 

police were notified. Patrolman Simpson took possession of the effects, which consisted 

of a lot of letters and some clothing. The sum of $4 was all the money found in his 

pockets. Anderson C. Quisenberry, a cousin, living at 737 Sixth street northeast, was 

informed of Raglandôs death, and had Undertaker Speare remove the remains to his 

rooms and prepare them for burial. Ragland was twenty-seven years of age, and was of 

steady habits. He aspired to a better position than the one he held, and it is said his 

chances were good for promotion.

The Death Penalty Given to Dillard Rainey. 

The Murder of Aaron Adams to Be Avenged.  The Majesty of the Law Vindicated. 

Not in a spirit of vengeance; no with an outburst of wrath nor with the savage 

senselessness of mob violence; but with the calm, dignified majesty of the law has the 

blood of Aaron Adams, which cries from the ground, been avenged, or will be when the 

sentence of the law is executed.  A thrill of horror went through our people when the 

causeless, cruel murder was committed, and when the news spread Saturday that the 

death penalty had been awarded the murderer, there was a verdict of assent almost 

universal, and the only regret was that Matt Rainey, the prisonerôs father, did not 

receive the same sentence. 

The crime was a most atrocious one, and with no mitigating circumstances.  Matt 

Rainey and James Rainey had differences concerning a piece of land near the mouth of 

Upper Howardôs Creek, and Henry had placed Frank Haggard in possession as a tenant.  

Rainey hauled the fence from around Haggardôs garden fence leaving it open to the 

stock.  Haggard hauled the rails back again and a quarrel on the 13th of last May in 

which Rainey shot Haggard inflicting a wound that it was thought would prove fatal.  

Mrs. Haggard saw Aaron Adams passing along the road and asked him to go for a 
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doctor.  Adams went after Dr. T. S. Allen, who lived near, and returning with the 

physician a half an hour later, he was met by Matt Rainey and Dillard Rainey, father 

and son.  Matt was armed with a gun and Dillard with a pistol.  The former raised his 

gun to shoot Adams, but was prevented by Dr. Allan.  With an oath he told his son to 

shoot and the latter did so.  As Adams sank down pierced with a number of balls, Matt 

Rainey savagely tried again to shoot him. 

Deputy Sheriff Eperson was in the neighborhood and arrested Matt Rainey at once.  

Dillard escaped, although the officers once got close enough to shoot at him.  He went 

through the mountains and was finally arrested at Roanoke, Va., under an assumed 

name.  Matt Rainey was tried last fall and got a life sentence.  He took an appeal and 

since has been in jail here.  Two or three feeble attempts were made to mob him here 

last Spring but they lacked leadership.  Since he has been in jail he has incurred the ill-

will of the officers and fellow prisoners all whom concur in saying he is the meanest 

man with whom they have ever had dealings. 

The trial of Dillard Rainey began last Tuesday,  the evidence closed Thursday at noon 

and was argued until the next morning when it was given to the jury, which brought in a 

verdict of guilty and fixing the death penalty the next day.  When the prisoner heard it 

he turned deathly pail and seemed almost overcome.  He soon recovered and was taken 

back to jail cursing the jury and vowing that he would never be hung.  Neither of the 

prisoners have never shown any remorse for the poor widow or the six helpless 

children. 

This will make the second sentence pronounced by Judge Scott, the, the other being the 

negro Will Taylor, who was hung for the murder of Squire Doty, a year or two ago. 

If Rainey is hung it will make the fourth legal hanging in this county, and the first white 

man to be hung. 

Many years ago Jesse Winn, a negro, was hung near where Col. R. N. Winnôs residence 

now stands, for the murder of Wm. Emerson, a white man, who owned him or had him 

hired. 

In August, 1839 a young negro named Knight was hung on Lexington pike near F. H. 

Dudleyôs.  He belonged to Mr. Morris who lived on Stoner and had committed a rape 

on a little white girl. 

In April, 1841, a negro man, belonging to Daniel Spar, broke into a house and 

disemboweled his wife.  The latter got well, but the negro was hung for housebreaking.  

The negro woman belonged to Geo. Anderson and her assailant was hung near the far 

end of C. and O. trestle on the side of Poynterville. 

In November, 1850, Thomas Nichols killed his master, Fred B. Nichols, at a rock 

quarry on the Lexington pike.  He was hung about Christmas of the same year.  The late 

Wm. Simpson was Sheriff at the time, and not liking the job of hanging the negro, he 

employed marsh Lawrence to tie the rope.  A year or two later Marsh Lawrence was 

killed by his brother, Jack Lawrence.  The latter fled to Missouri, but was caught, 

brought back and sentenced to be hung.  He was the first white man in the county to 

receive the death sentence, but was finally pardoned by Gov. Powell. 

About seventeen years ago, Ben. Plunkett was lynched, being hung to a tree in the 

courthouse yard, the charge being an attempt assault on Miss Annie Bell, now Mrs. 

Bradford.  In the fall of 1895 Bob Haggard was hung from the bridge on the Muddy 

Creek pike for a similar assault on Miss Elkin of near Ford. 

No motion has yet been made for a new trial, but this will be done. 

Since the death penalty has been given to Dillard, his father says he does not wish a 

new trial, but is inclined to accept the life sentence given him last fall.  The general 

opinion is that if he should secure a new trial he would also be hung.

CIRCUIT COURT 

The principal item of interest during the closing days of the term was the sentence of 

Dillard Rainey Friday morning.  In delivering this sentence, Judge Scott was visibly 

affected and once or twice the emotion almost overcame him.  He pointed out the 

enormity of the crime, showed he had had a fair and impartial trial, that every power of 

the law had been afforded him to prove his innocence or mitigate his guilt.  After 

exhorting him to prepare for a great hereafter, he sentenced him to be hung this 

Saturday, May 15th.  The attorneyôs have sixty days in which to bring the matter in front 

of the Court of Appeals and it will probably be many months before the higher courts 

act on the case.  Judge Scott and Sheriff Hodgkin exercised great care during the trial 

that there should be no technical grounds for reversal, and those conversant with such 

matters, say that the higher court will not reverse the decision of the lower court.  If this 

is the case, the governor will set the time for the execution.  Matt Rainey has withdrawn 

his appeal from the life sentence given him and will accept the verdict of the jury.  

While Dillard Rainey still asserts that he will not be hung, both father and son have lost 

most of the defiant manner that have heretofore characterized them, and seem to realize 

something of the terrible condition in which their crime has placed them. 

When brought out to sentence, Dillard was evidently less moved less moved than Judge 

Scott, and had evidently braced himself for the ordeal.  He was deathly pale but did not 

tremble.  When asked if he had anything to say why the sentence of death should not be 

pronounced, he replied that his attorneyôs would speak for him, but they said nothing at 

the time. 

Matt Rainey is still in jail here and as his case was taken to the Court of Appeals, Judge 

Scott has no jurisdiction over him.  As soon as the Clerk of the Court of Appeals 

notifies the officials here that his appeal has been dismissed, Sheriff Hodgkin will take 

him to Frankfort to begin his term of life imprisonment.  Dillard will remain in jail here 

until the higher court takes action in his case.  Some persons think that if the court of 

appeals affirms the decision of the lower Court, the Governor may commute his death 
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sentence to that of imprisonment for life.

Another step has been taken in the tragedy of Dillard Raineyôs life which must soon 

close unless the Governor interferes. His appeal from the sentence of death imposed by 

our Circuit Court was argued before the Court of Appeals by his attorneys some days 

ago and after due deliberation the action of the lower court was sustained, and its 

decision affirmed. 

If no other steps should be taken he would be hanged to-morrow week, the day fixed by 

Judge Scott. This will, however, hardly be done. His attorney will probably make a 

formal motion for a new hearing before the Court of Appeals. This is scarcely ever 

granted, but will consume some time. Then the only hope is executive clemency, and 

Gov. Bradley will be appealed to, first to pardon him and next to commute the death 

sentence to life imprisonment. He has been abused so much for interfering with the 

decisions of the courts that he will hardly do this, and general opinion is that Rainey 

will hang. He does not believe it, however, and is wonderfully optimistic in his views. 

He believed he would be cleared in the Circuit Court, then he believed the Court of 

Appeals would reverse the decision of the lower court, and was much cast down when 

told of its decision. Now he professes to believe that Gov. Bradley will interfere and is 

confident that he will never hang. He utterly refuses to talk to newspaper men, and will 

not have his picture taken.

SecondðTo show no malice where R. shot and Killed A. and the father of R. at the 

time of the killing said to his son, R., ñLet him have it,ò and R. immediately shot and 

killed A., it is not competent to prove at the trial, on behalf of R., the fatherôs method of 

controlling his children; that the father was always stern and exacting and always 

demanded of them implicit and unquestioning obedience, and that his manner was 

authoritative and that his children obeyed his commands without hesitation, fearing to 

question his motives. 

ThirdðWhere the attorneys for the State and defendant agree that a special judge shall 

receive the verdict and there is no objection by defendant at the time, it is not 

prejudicial to the defendant for such special judge to receive the verdict.ò

Raineyôs Commutation 

Just as we went to press with our last issue news was received that the death sentence of 

Dillard Rainey had been commuted to life imprisonment. Joseph Simcox, the 

Governorôs official stenographer, arrived that night with the official document.  

The commutation was granted upon the recommendation of the Court of Appeals. The 
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Judges said in substance that the jury which tried the case was the judge of the facts and 

that as everything was regular and no errors were found in the  record of the trial that 

the decision of the lower court must be sustained. At the same time they felt from 

reading the record that he was under his fatherôs influence and as the latter received 

only a life sentence the punishment of the son should be no greater. 

The fifteen days extension granted by the Court of Appeals for the application of his 

attorneys for a rehearsing would have expired Friday and while he would not have hung 

on that day, as many believed, he would have eventually been executed as all other 

remedies save an appeal to the Federal Supreme Court, had been exhausted. It would 

have been necessary for the Governor to set the time, however. 

On Wednesday, previous to his removal to Frankfort, he was baptized by Eld. Keene in 

the baptistery  of the First Christian Church, and was afterward taken to Guadingerôs 

restaurant where he was given a supper of strawberries, ice cream and other delicacies. 

Sheriff Hodgkin, when he carried the news to him that the time would be up in two days 

and asked if he would be ready. Rainey turned ghastly pale and said he guessed he 

would be as ready as he would ever be .When Mr. Hodgkin then told him of the 

commutation he was overjoyed. Those in attendance think he is an utter coward at heart 

and if he had been hung, think he would have utterly collapsed. 

Rainey thinks he will get a full pardon in a few years when he says he intends to enter 

the ministry; as the records show that life termers are usually pardoned before they have 

served an average of ten years, and as Rainey is still a young man, it seems that he is 

not  without grounds of hope. Mr. Hodgkin took him to Frankfort Tuesday evening. It is 

not known definitely what disposition will be made of him, but it is thought he will be 

assigned to work in the shoe shop. 

His father, Matt Rainey, is said to be one of the most refractory convicts in the 

penitentiary. At last accounts he was in the dungeon, where he had been put as a 

punishment for an assault on a fellow prisoner. The latter will recover though he was 

sent to the hospital on account of his injuries.

The Death Penalty Given to Dillard Rainey. 

The Murder of Aaron Adams to Be Avenged.  The Majesty of the Law Vindicated. 

Not in a spirit of vengeance; no with an outburst of wrath nor with the savage 

senselessness of mob violence; but with the calm, dignified majesty of the law has the 

blood of Aaron Adams, which cries from the ground, been avenged, or will be when the 

sentence of the law is executed.  A thrill of horror went through our people when the 

causeless, cruel murder was committed, and when the news spread Saturday that the 

death penalty had been awarded the murderer, there was a verdict of assent almost 

universal, and the only regret was that Matt Rainey, the prisonerôs father, did not 

receive the same sentence. 

The crime was a most atrocious one, and with no mitigating circumstances.  Matt 

Rainey and James Rainey had differences concerning a piece of land near the mouth of 

Upper Howardôs Creek, and Henry had placed Frank Haggard in possession as a tenant.  

Rainey hauled the fence from around Haggardôs garden fence leaving it open to the 

stock.  Haggard hauled the rails back again and a quarrel on the 13th of last May in 

which Rainey shot Haggard inflicting a wound that it was thought would prove fatal.  

Mrs. Haggard saw Aaron Adams passing along the road and asked him to go for a 

doctor.  Adams went after Dr. T. S. Allen, who lived near, and returning with the 

physician a half an hour later, he was met by Matt Rainey and Dillard Rainey, father 

and son.  Matt was armed with a gun and Dillard with a pistol.  The former raised his 

gun to shoot Adams, but was prevented by Dr. Allan.  With an oath he told his son to 

shoot and the latter did so.  As Adams sank down pierced with a number of balls, Matt 

Rainey savagely tried again to shoot him. 

Deputy Sheriff Eperson was in the neighborhood and arrested Matt Rainey at once.  

Dillard escaped, although the officers once got close enough to shoot at him.  He went 

through the mountains and was finally arrested at Roanoke, Va., under an assumed 

name.  Matt Rainey was tried last fall and got a life sentence.  He took an appeal and 

since has been in jail here.  Two or three feeble attempts were made to mob him here 

last Spring but they lacked leadership.  Since he has been in jail he has incurred the ill-

will of the officers and fellow prisoners all whom concur in saying he is the meanest 
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man with whom they have ever had dealings. 

The trial of Dillard Rainey began last Tuesday,  the evidence closed Thursday at noon 

and was argued until the next morning when it was given to the jury, which brought in a 

verdict of guilty and fixing the death penalty the next day.  When the prisoner heard it 

he turned deathly pail and seemed almost overcome.  He soon recovered and was taken 

back to jail cursing the jury and vowing that he would never be hung.  Neither of the 

prisoners have never shown any remorse for the poor widow or the six helpless 

children. 

This will make the second sentence pronounced by Judge Scott, the, the other being the 

negro Will Taylor, who was hung for the murder of Squire Doty, a year or two ago. 

If Rainey is hung it will make the fourth legal hanging in this county, and the first white 

man to be hung. 

Many years ago Jesse Winn, a negro, was hung near where Col. R. N. Winnôs residence 

now stands, for the murder of Wm. Emerson, a white man, who owned him or had him 

hired. 

In August, 1839 a young negro named Knight was hung on Lexington pike near F. H. 

Dudleyôs.  He belonged to Mr. Morris who lived on Stoner and had committed a rape 

on a little white girl. 

In April, 1841, a negro man, belonging to Daniel Spar, broke into a house and 

disemboweled his wife.  The latter got well, but the negro was hung for housebreaking.  

The negro woman belonged to Geo. Anderson and her assailant was hung near the far 

end of C. and O. trestle on the side of Poynterville. 

In November, 1850, Thomas Nichols killed his master, Fred B. Nichols, at a rock 

quarry on the Lexington pike.  He was hung about Christmas of the same year.  The late 

Wm. Simpson was Sheriff at the time, and not liking the job of hanging the negro, he 

employed marsh Lawrence to tie the rope.  A year or two later Marsh Lawrence was 

killed by his brother, Jack Lawrence.  The latter fled to Missouri, but was caught, 

brought back and sentenced to be hung.  He was the first white man in the county to 

receive the death sentence, but was finally pardoned by Gov. Powell. 

About seventeen years ago, Ben. Plunkett was lynched, being hung to a tree in the 

courthouse yard, the charge being an attempt assault on Miss Annie Bell, now Mrs. 

Bradford.  In the fall of 1895 Bob Haggard was hung from the bridge on the Muddy 

Creek pike for a similar assault on Miss Elkin of near Ford. 

No motion has yet been made for a new trial, but this will be done. 

Since the death penalty has been given to Dillard, his father says he does not wish a 

new trial, but is inclined to accept the life sentence given him last fall.  The general 

opinion is that if he should secure a new trial he would also be hung.

CIRCUIT COURT 

The principal item of interest during the closing days of the term was the sentence of 

Dillard Rainey Friday morning.  In delivering this sentence, Judge Scott was visibly 

affected and once or twice the emotion almost overcame him.  He pointed out the 

enormity of the crime, showed he had had a fair and impartial trial, that every power of 

the law had been afforded him to prove his innocence or mitigate his guilt.  After 

exhorting him to prepare for a great hereafter, he sentenced him to be hung this 

Saturday, May 15th.  The attorneyôs have sixty days in which to bring the matter in front 

of the Court of Appeals and it will probably be many months before the higher courts 

act on the case.  Judge Scott and Sheriff Hodgkin exercised great care during the trial 

that there should be no technical grounds for reversal, and those conversant with such 

matters, say that the higher court will not reverse the decision of the lower court.  If this 

is the case, the governor will set the time for the execution.  Matt Rainey has withdrawn 

his appeal from the life sentence given him and will accept the verdict of the jury.  

While Dillard Rainey still asserts that he will not be hung, both father and son have lost 

most of the defiant manner that have heretofore characterized them, and seem to realize 

something of the terrible condition in which their crime has placed them. 

When brought out to sentence, Dillard was evidently less moved less moved than Judge 

Scott, and had evidently braced himself for the ordeal.  He was deathly pale but did not 

tremble.  When asked if he had anything to say why the sentence of death should not be 

pronounced, he replied that his attorneyôs would speak for him, but they said nothing at 

the time. 

Matt Rainey is still in jail here and as his case was taken to the Court of Appeals, Judge 

Scott has no jurisdiction over him.  As soon as the Clerk of the Court of Appeals 

notifies the officials here that his appeal has been dismissed, Sheriff Hodgkin will take 

him to Frankfort to begin his term of life imprisonment.  Dillard will remain in jail here 

until the higher court takes action in his case.  Some persons think that if the court of 

appeals affirms the decision of the lower Court, the Governor may commute his death 

sentence to that of imprisonment for life.

A Penitentiary Fight. 

A dispatch from Frankfort says: ñDillard Rainey, of Clark county, and Albert Elmore, 

of Green county, life convicts in the penitentiary, fell out over some trivial matter and 

went after each other with knives.  When they were separated each had a half dozen 

wounds about the face and upper part of the body, and was seriously but not fatally 

hurt.  The fight began as the men were en route to the cell house.  They were only a few 

feet apart, and a remark of one about the other started the trouble.  Both are white men 

and were sent up for murder.  Rainey is well connected in Clark and Montgomery 

counties and recently a strong effort has been made to secure a pardon or parole for 

him.ò  Rainey was sentenced to death in the Clark Circuit Court for the murder of 
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Aaron Adams, and his father, Matt Rainey, was given a life sentence for the same 

offense.  As it was thought the younger Rainey committed the crime under the influence 

of his father his sentence was commuted by the Governor to life imprisonment.  The 

elder Rainey died in the penitentiary some time ago.

Jesse A. Ramsey died shortly after midnight of Friday night at his home on East 

Broadway, aged sixty-one years. Sometime ago a nail in the sole of his shoe irritated his 

foot, which became very sore. Finding it would not heal he went to a Lexington hospital 

where one or more surgical operations were performed on the injured member. He came 

home a few days ago, but matters got worse and Wednesday the leg was amputated 

above the knee. This was done as a last resort and he died, as was feared. He leaves a 

wife, formerly Miss Woodward; three sons, Edward, Gordon and Frank, and two 

daughters, Misses Kate and Velma.

At the residence of his son, John S. Rees, on south Maple street at an early hour 

Wednesday night, Maj. Winchester Elhanan Rees, passed over the dark river.  For more

Death of J. J. Cornelison. 

John J. Cornelison died Tuesday at Lexington and his remains were carried through 

here Wednesday for Mt. Sterling for interment. 

Some  fifteen years ago Cornelison walked into the office of Judge Richard Reid, of Mt. 

Sterling, and cowhided him into a state of collapse. Cornelison claimed that Reid was 

responsible for an adverse decision given him in the Superior Court of Kentucky. 

Public opinion demanded that Judge Reid slay the man that had thus publicly mistreated 

him, but he was a Christian gentleman that could not stain his hand with the blood of 

his fellow man. He made a public speech at  Mt. Sterling in which he explained his 

views, but many of his friends thought that the blood of Cornelison could alone atone 

for this insult. The proud spirit of Reid could not endure the imputation of cowardice, 

and in less than a week he was dead by his own hand. 

Cornelison was arrested and his case was kept before the public mind for a long time by 

a series of habeas corpus proceedings. After spending five years in jail, Cornelison was 

released. Public opinion was so strongly against him that his career as a lawyer was 

virtually closed and his life work ended. He has lived in comparative seclusion and his 

death will carry his case to a higher court than public opinion, or any other earthly 

tribunal.

experience in such matters, induced him to retain the position.  The petition further 

states the Master Commissioner had recommended an allowance of $10,000 and the 

defendant promised to use his influence to have it allowed and urged that $6,000 then in 

the hands of the plaintiff be retained as part payment.  He alleges that at this request and 

relying on his promise, he did not resign, but fought the suit to a successful termination, 

and the will being sustained, Mr. Renick got $75,000; that the latter failed to keep his 

promise, etc., and on this, the suit is brought.  It will be remembered that Mr. Vanmeter 

brought a suit some years ago for his services and, being carried to the Court of 

Appeals, he was finally allowed $3,728.57.

Letter From Q. Hyattsville, Md., Sept. 16, 1905 

Messrs. Perry & Beckner: 

Dear Friends:--In this weekôs Sun-Sentinel, you re-publish from Collins, Ky., a list of 

names of 6 or 8 Revolutionary soldiers who were living in Clark county in 1840, and 

ask that the names of others be sent you by those who know of them. In the Winchester 

Sun of Jan. 31, 1895, (Bosley & Hampton, editors), I published a list of 89 

Revolutionary soldiers who either lived in Clark county, or have descendants living 

there now. If you have files of The Sun you can easily find this list. 

In 1896 the Ky. Society of the Sons of the American Revolution published (Jno. P. 

Morton & Co., Louisville) a Year Book 286 pages, the greater part of which was 

compiled by me from original sources in Washington, which contained a roll of the 

Officers of the Virginia Line who received land bounties; a Roll of the Revolutionary 

Pensioners in Kentucky, a list of ñthe Illinois Regimentò who served under Geo. Rogers 

Clark in the Northwest Campaign, and a Roster of the Virginia Navy in the Revolution. 

In each of these rolls or rosters are the names of men who afterwards settled in Clark 

county, but they are not ñdivided offò in the lists so as to show in what counties of 

Kentucky they settled, except in the ñRoll of Pensioners,ò which shows that, first and 

last, 59 men lived in Clark county, who received pensions as Revolutionary soldiers. 

The list gives in each case the date on which the pension was granted, its amount, the 

age of the pensioner on that date, and the name of the State from which he served. As 

no Revolutionary pensions were granted until 1818, and then only to a very limited 

class and as the first ñserviceò pensions were not granted until 1832ðor about 50 years 

after the close of the war, you will see that there must have been a grant many 

Revolutionary soldiers who lived in Clark county, and died there, without ever getting 

on the pension rolls. ñJoel Hickman, private of the Virginia Line, pensioned ($80 a 

year) on May 7, 1833, at the age of 73,ò is on the list. So also, is Stephen Holliday- 

another one of the junior editorôs kinsmen- and several of the others may be his kindred 

also.

Confesses That He Killed Two RivalsðOthers Implicated 

Frankfort, Ky., Dec. 8.ðSamuel Crabtree, aged 20, a convict from Lawrence county, 

made a confession to the penitentiary authorities Tuesday night to a double murder, 

which he says he committed four years ago. He implicates David Dean, David Wellman 

and Dollie Frazier, all of whom were tried for the murder at the time and acquitted. 

Crabtree is now serving a three-year term for housebreaking and previously served one 

year for the same offense. He was a constant attendant at the prison chapel religious 

revival recently, and is believed to have been converted. 

Tuesday night he sent for Warden Hancock. Prison Surgeon Bronner went to Crabtreeôs 

cell and the latter detailed to him the murder of his two cousins, William Short and 

Tony Rice, in Lawrence county, nearly four years ago. 

They were returning from a dance, and all were drinking. They quarreled over Miss 

Frazier, and in the fight that followed Crabtree says he cut the throats of both Rice and 

Short, killing them almost instantly. He, with the assistance of Miss Frazier and 

Wellman and Dean, buried the bodies under some brush near a railroad trestle. 

Crabtree was never charged with the murder. His father, he says, became insane by 

brooding over the wickedness of his son, and committed suicide as he was being 

conveyed to the Lexington asylum.

Thus it spans that for nearly a century and a quarter only four or 

five Madison county people have been drowned along about fifteen miles of river and 

those within the brief period of less than six years, while Clark has been unfortunate for 

nearly forty years and the extent of dozens. But our Madison people on the North side 

never had any great love for water except for farming purposes.ðRichmond Register. 

This is only a partial list of those drowned near Ford is even the last generation: Rufus 

Emerson was drowned at Boonesboro; a man named Tillet near the Mouth of Otter 

Creek; John Atkinson some where near the same place; two sons of Commodore 

Richardson at the mouth of Two Mile, and a negro boy in  the big eddy above the 

Mouth of Four Mile. Zach Hukill drowned himself on account of ill health near

V.P. Richardson Seeks to Penetrate the Mysteries of the future Life. 

At midnight, strong, vigorous, and with every indication of a long life: an hour later the 

body  a mass of pulseless clay, the soul gone unshriven into the Great Beyond and all 

the direct work of his own hand, the indirect work of his own unbridled passions or a 

wormanôs perjury.  Who can fathom, the mysteries of life and death be so rashly and so 

suddenly defied? 

Our people were startled Tuesday morning by the news that Valentine Pieratt 

Richardson had committed suicide during the night, which was found to be true.  He 

had retired in a room separated from the one in which his wife was sleeping.  About one 

oôclock his wife was aroused by a pistol shot which she thought was fired from without.  

She called her husband and upon receiving no answer proceeded to investigate.  Her 

screams soon brought a number of the neighbors who found that while lying in bed he 

had fired a bullet into his brain.  The ball entered behind one ear and passed out behind 

the other and was found in the bed.  Death was instantaneous and he evidently had not 

moved after firing the fatal shot. 

He came here from Morgan county about 1889 and bought the place now owned by 

Dock Flynn near the city.  His domestic relations were not pleasant and he, with 

apparent good reason, accused his wife of being untrue to him.  He left her and went 

West some time in 1890.  His wife remained here for a while and was quite notorious.  

She afterward moved away and married.  Richardsonôs father bought his sonôs property 

here and the dead man purchased land in Kansas, which he owned at the time of his 

death.  A couple of years later he came back and was for a while engaged in business at 

Ford.  About that time James Osborne, who was in business in this city, failed, and 

Richardson purchased his stock of goods and again went into business here.  About that 

time he married Miss Ettie Lamberson, a lady less than half his age, he then being about 

forty.  One child, a boy, aged about eighteen months, is the fruit of this marriage.  He 

also had one son by his first wife, but the lad mysteriously disappeared several years 

ago and the father had heard from him only once since, when he incidentally learned 

that the lad, then some twelve or fourteen years old, was living some where in Virginia. 

His wifeôs older sister, Miss Margaret Lamberson, lived with Richardson and his wife 

for quite a while, but some time last fall she left and went to her fatherôs in Powell.  

There a child was born to her January 6th.  She ascribed it paternity to her brother-in-law 

Richardson, and some time last week he was arrested on a charge of bastardy.  He gave 

bond for his appearance at Stanton February 6th, and through a friend tried strenuously 

to compromise the matter.  Miss Lamberson refused, alleging that he was the author of 

her rain and that he had used force to accomplish it.  This preyed upon his mind to such 

an extent as to bring about the suicide. 

He left a note declaring his innocence of the charge, though declaring that he would 

rather be dead and at rest than live a life of shame.  He urged his wife to bring their boy 

up right. 

Coroner Crim was notified of the act shortly after it was discovered and in a short time 

he held an inquest with the following jury: R. M. Scobee, J. A. Tanner, Shelby Walden,  

Rice Jones, Jas. T. Ecton and L. T. Hagan, who brought in a verdict that he died from a 

pistol shot by his own hand and that the cause of the act was unknown. 

Richardsonôs remains were carried to Mt. Sterling for interment.  He was a brother of J. 

C. Richardson, formerly Sheriff of that county.

Services were in progress 

when William Bolton, a constable, attempted to arrest two men named Richmond.  A 

fight followed, in which Bolton, though wounded killed both the Richmonds and was 

himself killed by Columbus Garrison.  Several persons were wounded by stray shots.

Ned Strong, ex-County 

Judge, has a beautiful sixteen year old grand-daughter, Lydia Strong, who became 

enamored of a burly negro named Milt Richmond, and an elopement was planned. 

Judge Strong and a few friends pursued them and overtook the fugitives. A demand for 

surrender was answered by a shot from the negroôs pistol which pierced Judge Strongôs 

hand. A volley from the other side and the black villain was dead, pierced by fourteen 

bullets. The girl was taken back to her home and when her father, Pearl Strong, heard of 

it, he drew his pistol and tried to kill her. A friend struck his hand and the bullet cut a 

lock of hair from her head, but did no other harm. Crazed with the thought of shame 

that was thus brought upon the family, he turned the pistol to his own head and pulled 

the trigger. His aim was not true and the ball ploughed under the scalp without 

penetrating the brain. It is thought his eye was destroyed by being powder burned. He is 

being closely watched to prevent his committing suicide. The family is one of the 

wealthiest and most influential in that section of the State.
